VRS NEWS  
 

On June 24, 2008, the FCC issued an historic ruling 
and handed to the Deaf community a civil rights 
victory by requiring all relay providers to provide real, 
10-digit phone numbers to their customers. It means 
that for the first time ever, a VP-200 user can call a 
Dlink user using one phone number!  Currently, the 
customers have been using their proxy or fake phone 
numbers and also, have been unable to call various 
videophones (Sorenson VP100/200, D-Link i2eye, 
Ojo, Viable VPAD, and the soon to be released 
HOVRS Mobile Videophone (MVP) unless they are 
calling similar videophones. The only way for 
customers to call a different videophone is to use an IP 
address.  
Now with the passing of the ruling, all VRS providers 
are required to incorporate the new 10-digit numbers 
into their numbering system by December 31, 2008.   
How it works? A Deaf user will have one phone 
number. All that person has to do is to give this 
number to anyone (Deaf or hearing). The system will 
identify and route the call whether from a hearing or 
Deaf user to that person’s VP.  
Another important feature is 911. When there is an 
emergency, simply dial from your VP, the system has 
your location information and 911 dispatches 
whichever emergency services are needed.

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INTERESTING FACTS 

 
What happens to your Social Security number when 
you die?  Each Social Security number remains as 
unique as the individual it was first assigned to.  When 
someone dies, the number is “retired”. The first 
number was issued in 1936. The nine-digit system has 
a capacity for creating nearly one billion possible 
combinations. A little more than a third of the possible 
combinations have been issued in the 55 years since 
the first number was issued. It is comforting to know 
that you can take something with you.

2008) 
Who was the first person to get Social Security 
benefits?  The earliest reported applicant for a lump 
sum benefit was a retired Cleveland motorman named 
Ernest Ackerman, who retired one day after the Social 
Security program began!  During his one day of 
participation in the program, a nickel was withheld 
from Mr. Ackerman’s pay for Social Security and upon 
retiring, he received a lump sum payment of 17 cents. 
The average lump sum payment during that period was 
$58.06.  The smallest payment ever made was for 5 
cents!  Although Ernest Ackerman was the first person 
to get a lump sum payment, a woman named Ida May 
Fuller from Ludlow, Vermont, was the first person to 
get monthly Social Security benefits.
