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DEAF-BLIND COMMUNICATION 
METHODS 

 
There are methods that Deaf-Blind people can use 
to communicate with other people. Below is a list of 
some methods. 
·  Fingerspelling – Message is spelled out using 

the manual alphabet. The Deaf-Blind person 
reads by placing his/her hand over the hand of 
the other person making letters.   

·  FM Loop System – Some Deaf-Blind people 
with some residual hearing use this system 
(conjunction with hearing aids).  Sound is 
transmitted by radio waves through a 
microphone held by the speaker. The transmitter 
transmits sound to the receiver that magnifies 
the sound of speaker’s voice louder.   

·  Minimal Language Skills (MLS) – It is the use 
of one or more of the following: gestures, signs, 
pictures, objects, and home signs.  Repetition 
and rephrasing may be required to ensure 
understanding. MLS is used for those who have 
no formal sign language or use another foreign 
sign language. 

·  Print-on-Palm – The person traces capital 
letters on the palm of the Deaf-Blind person’s 
hand with an index finger.  Be sure to pause 
slightly after each word. Avoid cursive writing. 

·  Relay Interpreting – Utilize a Deaf interpreter 
in 3-way communication.  The Deaf interpreter 
receives information from a hearing interpreter 
and then he/she modifies the message into the 
appropriate form of communication. The Deaf 
interpreter will also get information from the 
Deaf-Blind and sign to the hearing interpreter 
who then voices.   

·  Sign Language – Some Deaf-Blind people were 
Deaf from birth & became blind later in life.  
They use the sign language. Instead of watching 
hands and arms, they touch the hands of the 
person making signs. It requires the other person 
to have extensive training in sign language.  

·  Tadoma – It is a method of oral communication 
in which the Deaf-Blind places his/her thumb 
over the lips of an interpreter, allowing for 
tactile lipreading.  The index and middle fingers 
are placed along the jaw; the ring finger and 
small finger are placed along the throat, thereby 
receiving the vibrations of the vocal cords.

Illinois Telecommunications Access Corporation 
(ITAC) has a program that gives out FREE 
amplified phones and TTYs to any Illinois resident 
with a certified hearing loss, and local phone 
service. There are four different phones from which 
to choose. In addition, there are other phones that 
are on the loan program: CapTel (captioned 
telephone), TTY with large visual display (LVD), 
and Braillephone.

SAFETY WARNINGS FOR DRIVERS 

 
The State of Illinois will begin using the photo radar 
(speed cameras) in areas designated as "Work 
Zones" on major freeways. It is sending a message 
to drivers now to slow down in work zones for the 
safety of workers. 
Anyone caught by these devices will be mailed a 
$375 ticket for the FIRST offense, but the 
SECOND offense will cost $1000 and the license 
will be suspended for 90 days.  Drivers will also 
receive demerit points against their license, which 
allows insurance companies to raise their rates.  The 
State troopers will begin with camera vans that can 
take pictures of drivers speeding in IDOT & 
Tollway construction and maintenance zones. 
Tickets will be issued by mail to vehicle owners. In 
addition, drivers who hit a worker are subject for up 
to $10,000 fine and 14 years in prison.

About Grapefruit Juice:   Drinking grapefruit juice is 
a bad idea if you take certain medications commonly 
prescribed for older people. Lime, apple, and orange 
juices may have a similar but lesser effect.  The juices 
increase the amount of the prescription drug that 
moves in the blood, producing what can be a toxic 
overdose. You may want to check with your doctor 
about which drugs are affected by grapefruit products.   

 
 
The Brain: Waste Not, Want Not: Experts are saying 
mentally challenging tasks can keep you sharp as you 
age.  Here are some examples of mentally stimulating 
activities:  crossword puzzles, card or board games, 
reading, taking classes, and also physical activity.  

 
Meeting Your Calcium Needs:  Can you still meet 
your calcium needs without dairy? Absolutely, but it 
takes work.  Calcium is not just about bones, but also 
plays a role in muscle contraction, blood clotting, and 
maintenance of cell membranes.  Non-dairy calcium-
rich food sources are: sardines, canned salmon, tofu, 
shellfish, turnip greens, collard greens, kale, dried 
beans, broccoli, orange juice and almonds.
