IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT
STIMULUS PAYMENTS

Some low-income workers and recipients of Social
Security, and certain Railroad Retirement benefidy
qualify for economic stimulus payments this yeanir
the federal government. Payments will range from
$300 to $600 for individuals and $600 to $1,200 for
joint filers. Taxpayers may get $300 for each
qualifying child. But there are some exceptions.

In order to get a check, they need to file a reewan

if you do not usually file. Qualifying income mus

at least $3,000. You may combine your benefits to
meet this requirement. For example, a taxpayer who
had $500 in earned income and $2,500 in any
combination of the benefits such as Social Security
and certain Railroad Retirement benefits can count
those payments towards the $3,000 earned income
requirement. If you already filed, you do not need
anything and you will get the payment in early May.
If you need help with filing a return to get thamatlus
payment, you can contact several places — Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program at 800-906-
9887 or AARP Tax Aide site at 888-227-7669.
