INSURANCE FOR HEARING AIDS

Many health insurance companies in Illinois do not
pay for hearing aids. Most elderly people cannot
afford to buy hearing aids because of cost. Also, many
parents are overwhelmed by the cost of hearing aids
for their young children who have hearing losses. So if
you want to have hearing aid coverage by insurance
companies, you can:

WANT TO RENT FOR LESS?

For the first time in 10 years, low and moderate-
income families or individuals will have a chance to
get the rent relief they need on the housing of their
choice. Through RentBetter, also known as the
Chicago Housing Choice Voucher Program, 40,000
residents will be chosen to be on a Wait List for
vouchers that will allow them to pay only 30 to 40% of
their adjusted income in rent for housing in the private
market. To get on the Wait List, individuals or
families must register for a lottery; registration opens
until May 15", After that, 40,000 names will be
randomly chosen by a computer for the Wait List and
will be contacted to determine if they meet the income
requirement and other criteria. The income limits range
from $26,400 a year for an individual to$49,750 a year
for a family of 8.

ORGAN/TISSUE DONATION

Everyday in the United States, about 77 people receive
organ transplants. But 19 others die while waiting for
an organ transplant because of the shortage of donated
organs. More than 95,000 people are in need of an
organ for transplant. There are several ways that you
can take action to identify yourself as a donor:

e Register with your State Donor Registry -
www.ilsos.gov/organdonorregister or with your
local Secretary of State facility.

e Mark your decision on your driver’s license. You
can do this when you get your license for the first
time or when you renew it.

e You can fill out and sign a donor card. Have
witnesses sign it and then carry it with you. You
can find the donor card online:
www.organdonor.gov/pdf/newdonorcard.pdf

Be sure that you discuss with your family and help
them understand your wish to be an organ/tissue donor
before a crisis happens. Then, they will be prepared to
serve as your advocate for your donation.
