With higher natural gas prices, lllinois households
will get higher heating bills this winter. Heresar
some tips to save energy and lower your utilitysbil

Set your thermostat to 68 degrees or lower durin
the day and evening if health permits. If you
leave home for an extended time, you can set it t
55 degrees. A programmable thermostat can
automatically set back the temperatures when yo
are asleep or away from home. In addition, wear
warmer clothes, and layers, like a sweater.
Replace or clean furnace filters once a month.
Have your heating furnace checked by a qualifieq
technician to make sure it is operating properly.
Reduce hot water temperature to the normal
setting or 120 - 125 degrees. Take a short show
instead of a bath to reduce hot water use.

Use cold water when washing clothes, keep
dryers free of lint by checking dryer vent to make
sure it is not blocked.

Let the sun in; open drapes/shades to help warm
the house during the day. Close them at night to
keep the warm air in the home.

Use your ceiling fan as it helps keep you
comfortable by reversing the directions of blades
It will push warm air down into the room. Fans
should turn clockwise in summer but counter-
clockwise in the winter.

Turn off your lights, computer, appliances, TVs,
and other electronics when not in use or during
longer periods of time.

Keep vent space clean & clear. Be sure that venlts

are not blocked by draperies, furniture or rugs.
Check windows, doors, & exterior walls,
electrical outlets, or plumbing to outside faucets.
Seal your windows and doors with caulking and
weatherstripping to make sure that heat is not
leaking to outside.

Use plastic window kits to insulate your
windows. You can cover windows with plastic
sheets installed inside.

Replace incandescent light bulbs with compact
fluorescent lamps.

Check the insulation in your attic, ceilings,
exterior and basement walls, floors, and crawl
spaces to see if it meets the levels recommendeq
for your area. It is measured in R-values — the

higher the R-value, the better your walls and roof
will resist the transfer of heat.

Close your flue. Make sure the fireplace damper
seals tightly and remains closed except when a
fire is burning or smoldering in the fireplace.
