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NEW ACCESSIBLE KIOSKS FOR 
TRAVELERS WITH DISABILITIES  

 
 The Chicago Department of Aviation, together with 
the Mayor’s Office for People with Disabilities, 
introduced the new accessible kiosks that will be 
installed at O’Hare and Midway International 
Airports.  Each kiosk is equipped with a public 
access videophone (PAV), a multilingual touch 
screen monitor providing airport transportation and 
tourist information, and an overhead plasma 
monitor that features accessibility information about 
tourist attractions in the City of Chicago and 
streaming text announcements. PAV is capable of 
providing video relay service in which an ASL user 
can communicate with a hearing person via an 
interpreter on a video connection.   
 
Thanks to these progressive new kiosks, travelers 
who are Deaf and Hard of Hearing or have speech 
impediments now have the ability to place a 
videophone call to communicate with family 
members, friends or another Deaf person using sign 
language.  
 
Each kiosk is wheelchair accessible.  Point-to-point 
video calls are also possible with the PAV, allowing 
users to communicate back and forth through sign 
language. There is no charge to callers using the 
video relay service. Callers who wish to 
communicate via videophone with a family member 
or friend can charge the call to a credit card.  
 
The project was made possible in conjunction with 
Communication Service for the Deaf (CSD), a 
nonprofit organization dedicated to ensuring 
public accessibility and increasing awareness of 
issues affecting the Deaf, Hard of Hearing and 
individuals with speech disabilities. 
 
The first accessible kiosk will be located at O’Hare 
in Terminal 3 near gate K-1.  Eight more kiosks will 
be installed in the upper and lower levels of the 
terminals and Bus/Shuttle Center at O’Hare and two 
kiosks are planned for Midway airport. The 
Department of Aviation is in the process of 
producing the units and will be rolling them out 
over the coming months with completion expected 
in early 2008. 
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Sorenson Communications offers its newest feature 
for VP-200 (videophone) users, Call Waiting , 
which gives users a visual notification of second, 
incoming call.

�  If you have any credit card debt, it is best if you 

Maintaining a balance on your 
credit cards can become extremely costly due to 
the interest and finance charges. Also you may 
want to limit putting any new purchases on your 
cards.   

 
�  Once you have paid down your credit card debt, 

you can start building up your emergency fund. 
It is good to keep three to six months of living 
expenses in an account in case of a job loss, 
medical crisis, or need a car/home repair.   

 
�  Make sure you are saving for retirement.  The 

more you can save now, the more you will have 
to live on during the retirement.  If your 
employer provides a savings plan, it may be an 
easy way to set aside tax-deferred money for 
your future. 

 
�  If you have children and want to help out with 

their future college costs, you may want to start 
saving now.  If your kids are still young, 
consider investing in a tax-favored plan.  Even 
though you may intend to continue well past 
your children’s college years, you wont have to 
put off saving for retirement until after you have 
helped pay for tuition. Your kids may earn 
scholarships and student loans to help cover the 
costs.  You may have to depend heavily on your 
savings to cover your retirement costs, and 
playing catch-up with your savings can be very 
difficult.

PERSONAL SAFETY TIP OF THE 
MONTH 

�
As you may know, your Social Security number 
appears on the Medicare card. One idea of how to 
protect you is to make a copy of Medicare or 
insurance card.  Take a black marker and cross out 
or cut out everything but the last 4 numbers of SSN. 
Then cut it down to card size and carry that with 
you instead of the actual card that has your full SSN 
on it. If the wallet is stolen, the thief will not get 
your full SSN; therefore you will have significantly 
reduced your risk of new-account fraud.   
Keep in mind:  The first time you visit your 
healthcare provider, bring your original Medicare 
card with you as the office may want to copy it for 
the files.   
Talk to your health care provider/pharmacist 
regarding concerns with your Medicare ID number.  
They may have other options. 
Be sure to tell your US Senators and Congressional 
representative in Congress that you oppose the use 
of SSNs as identification.
