Inform Township Residents of Tax Sale 
 

July 1, 2019 – Township of Schaumburg Assessor John R. Lawson, in conjunction 
with Cook County Commissioner Kevin Morrison, reached out to Township residents 
to inform them of the annual tax sale. The goal was to urge Township residents to 
contact the Cook County Treasurer’s Office to avoid the sale by paying the 
delinquent bill or entering into a payment plan. Following the contact with residents, 
the number of Township households that had not yet paid their 2017 tax bills 
reduced from 196 to 61 homeowners and 7 seniors.  
 
“It’s important that our residents know their rights when they have an outstanding tax 
bill that could go to auction,” says Township of Schaumburg Assessor, John R. 
Lawson. “The Township of Schaumburg Assessor’s Office is available to lend any 
assistance to residents in need. I thank Commissioner Morrison for his partnership in 
connecting with residents on this matter.”
